NSL Handicap Guidelines

Handicap Factor Formula
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Where:
“A”  is the season average (from the NSL National Rankings) of the top team in the class at the meet.

“B”  is the season average (from the NSL National Rankings) of a challenger team in the same class at the meet.

Example of Handicap Factor Formula using your Excel Spreadsheet
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Where:
“B2”  is the Excel spreadsheet cell address containing the season average (from the NSL National Rankings) of the top team in the class at the meet.

“B3”  is the Excel spreadsheet cell address containing the season average (from the NSL National Rankings) of the other team in the same class at the meet.

The handicap factor formulas using your excel spreadsheet follow the same pattern.  All the new handicap formulas have been put into your spreadsheet.  You can reuse the same spreadsheet by just changing the name and the season average for each line of the spreadsheet.  The new handicap (and scores) will be automatically calculated.  Just make sure the top line of each class has the name and season average of the top team in that class.  The handicap factor of the top team is always = 1.00.
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
